The Procurement Department is the first point of contact for supplier/contractor and is responsible for identifying and contracting with companies that provide consistently high quality products and services to our oilfields and support services. If you wish to become a preferred supplier and develop a mutually beneficial business relationship with WNPOC, you will be required to meet our expectations of supplier/contractor in the following areas:

· Quality: supplier/contractor that are committed to providing quality customer service, support and responsiveness.
· Savings: supplier/contractor that continually look for ways to lower our costs.
· Innovation: supplier/contractor that strive for continuous improvement.
· Technology: supplier/contractor that adopts the latest procurement related technologies in order to maintain a competitive edge and enhance capabilities and responsiveness.
· HSE:  supplier/contractor that is prepared to work with us to ensure that we continue to comply with all necessary regulatory requirements.

REGISTRATION GUIDLINE

Supplier/Contractor who wishes to do business with WNPOC is first required to register with the procurement, Logistic Department (PLD) by filling up and submitting the “Registration Application Form”.
Before applying and submitting the application, supplier/contractor is required to read the Registration General Guidelines first and fully understand WNPOC registration regulation and procedure.
